Free School Meals

estimated that it will save a family an average of £450 per child per year.   
 
We are following up this initiative with a wide range of activities about healthy eating and healthy          
lifestyles.  We would like to ensure full take up of this offer in our school.  Please talk to me or your child’s 
class teacher if you have any concerns.  We know that it makes a difference to children from the school 
being part of the pilot project in 2011/12.
